1. Welcome and introductions
Kevin welcomed everyone and introductions were made.

2. Review last meeting (April 1, 2010)
A copy of the April 1st meeting was made available and briefly discussed.
3. Recap of media activities for Alcohol Awareness Month
The group discussed the various media contacts we had during April.  These included Manuel doing two interviews on Spanish radio, UNR on Alice, Christine and Kevin on the Panama show on the topic of extreme drinking games, and the WCSO doing shoulder taps and including media that mentioned Alcohol Awareness Month.
4. Report on law enforcement activities in Reno, Sparks, and Washoe County
WCSO:  Should Taps in April.  They will be mobilized for "Senior Cut Day" and Memorial Day.  They will be watching out for high school graduation and traditional sites where youth drink.  They will use the Raven helicopter to spot parties.  One person had a question about shoulder tap and Stacey defined the concept.  9 of 47 people approached on shoulder taps bought.  Carol asked about the ages of the potential purchasers.  We will get that information.
RPD:  Compliance checks on April 10th.  3 of 30 establishments sold.  It was mentioned that casinos seem to have a higher fail rate than stores.  Casinos rarely lose their liquor license for this kind of thing.  Carol mentioned the bar Amendment 21 and Imperial and the need for them to be checked.  Stacey mentioned using the state law in terms of leverage to encourage establishments to have their staff trained.

Mark talked about how Reds confiscates fake ID.  Linda and Evelyn asked for some of them to help in training.  Mark invited RPD to do a plain clothes operation at Reds.

The Party Car went out on April 23-24.  The Bike Team did some citations in April.  Stacy Shamblin will provide this info to Eric for the data base.
