1. Welcome and introductions
Kevin welcomed everyone and introductions were made. A brief overview of the Alliance was given for new attendees. 

2. Review recap of the March 10th meeting
The March meeting recap was made available to review.

3. Update and wrap up of the 2009 Nevada Legislative Session

a. Budget- The meth prevention money was cut in half. 
b. Bills- The D.E.C. bill (AB 337) was passed so there will be a coordinator for the state once some kind of funding can be obtained.  This position will work out of the Attorney General’s office.
4. Washoe County Needs Assessment Survey data presentation by Eric Ohlson, Coalition Coordinator, JTNN 
Eric Ohlson is working with all of the active alliance committees to create a prevention planning survey. This survey has been created and the alliance looked over the results. Please let Eric know if you have any concerns or questions about the survey.

5. Discussion on directions for this group to take in relation to emerging drug trends in Washoe County

Mac spoke about the emerging drugs that they are seeing. Heroin is in the forefront right now, club drugs, prescription drugs and methadone. The price of Methadone is low and it is easy to get because it is primarily given for pain management. 
Meth is coming back on the scene but the price is still high.  Heroin is now coming in from Mexico.  
Prescription drugs are a growing problem. The Alliance talked about creating a prescription drug drop off program. Prescriptions can’t be returned to the pharmacy and you can’t dump them in the water, so a drop off program is needed. The Truckee Meadows Water Authority may be interested in partnering with us on the drop off program. 
The question was asked, “Should the Alliance just focus on meth or should we look at other drugs?” The group agreed that we need to change what we are focusing on as the trends change. We can still keep a focus on meth but allow for discussions and strategies as other drugs become popular. It was suggested that we focus on meth, heroin and prescription drugs right now. The prevention committee will take a look at the trends. 
6. Discussion on funding possibilities

a. Drug Free Communities Support Program funds
Eric served as a reader for the Drug Free Communities grants to get a better idea of what is expected when applying for this grant and believes that the Alliance would need a well thought out grant proposal to apply for it. Eric is working on gathering data that can be broken down by communities in Washoe County so that we can paint a better picture of what is needed in different neighborhoods. The application for this grant will be due next March so we need to start making decisions in the next few months.

b. Other:  None
7. Discussion on developing a “Speaker’s Bureau”
We will talk about the Speakers Bureau more at the next meeting but there has been mention of creating a much needed speaker’s bureau where parents can speak to other parents and get support from each other.

8. Crystal Darkness update

a. Crystal Darkness Parent Tool Kit
The Crystal Darkness film is finished but the group is looking for feedback. 

b. Crystal Darkness Alliance 
This group is providing training at the grass roots level in the community on meth and other drugs, as well as on how to refer someone to treatment.
9. Committee Reports

a. Treatment:  Jennifer Bowler- 
Met last week, Eric is creating a survey that the group will be looking at next meeting. The Committee talked to Debbie Gant-Reed about working with The Crisis Call Center. Discussed a new online data system and discussed bringing in the gentleman who created the system to talk to the committee. 
b. Prevention/Education:  Stacy Shamblin
The Prevention Committee has done 5 parent workshops with the school district. The committee is also working on attending the NAB meetings to find out what some trends may be in certain neighborhoods. 

c. Law Enforcement:  Wendy Keller Next meeting will be July 10th. This committee could use more members. The committee has been discussing individuals who are convicted and working with them to stay out of the system.
d. Drug Endangered Children (DEC):  Kevin Quint
Has not met recently but they are working with community leaders to prepare the way for a DEC protocol in the Reno, Sparks, and Washoe County area.
e. Data:  Eric Ohlson
Eric is working with all committees to gather data.
